Asbestos Kills.

The Health and Safety Executive are intending very damaging changes to the asbestos regulations and say when workers are exposed to asbestos which they describe as "Sporadic and Low Intensity Exposure" and "Short-Term Exposure then it is O/K for employers to be able to force workers to work with asbestos.  





Insurance companies, large landlords and some employers are behind wanting these regulations as certain types of asbestos removal work can be done more cheaply with less stringent methods without the use of asbestos licensed contractors. 





Nearly a hundred MPs have signed an early day motion protesting over the HSE plans over asbestos. We need more MPs to sign this motion and force a vote on this matter. 





With over 3,500 workers dieing each year from asbestos exposure they should be aiming to safely remove all asbestos from properties rather than downgrading what little asbestos protection we have.
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
