Every year we will award an Alan in memory of Alan JP Dalton, who died in
December 2003, to the Hazards Troublemaker of the year who has been most Alan -
like. In other words, someone who has been most effective in stirring up trouble for
criminal employers and complacent governments in order to make workplaces safer
and healthier for workers and environments healthier for communities. To read more
about Alan Dalton's work and achievements see Hazards 85 and www.hazards.org.

Alan made a big difference by annoying those causing the problems and was seen as a
troublemaker because he was such an effective campaigner. We want to remember
him properly by carrying on that work and honouring people brave enough to be
annoying and trouble making, often at great cost to themselves.

To nominate a campaigner, use this form. The criteria are that the campaigner must:
e have made trouble for employers and/or government over workplace and/or
environmental health and safety in order to make things better for workers and
communities
e have been an effective campaigner, more than basic safety rep work
e have made a difference by their campaigning
e be still active now

Return your nomination form to the Hazards Campaign ¢/o GMHC and the winner
will be decided by a panel of judges including Alan's partner and Hazards
Campaigner Eve Barker, Rory O'Neill, the editor of Hazards Magazine and Mick
Holder of the London Hazards Centre. The eighth Alan will be awarded by Eve at the
23rd national Hazards Conference at Keele University 31% August to o September
2012.
